Welcome students and parents! I am looking forward to an exciting semester! The following guidelines will help you to understand the expectations for the course. Please review them carefully.

Street Law Course Description

Street Law comprehensively examines the basic principles and concepts in the law and the legal process, primarily through a study of criminal and juvenile justice. In addition, students will explore issues related to criminal law and law enforcement, including individual rights, alternative remedies and civil vs. criminal law and procedure. Students will learn about the structure, function and operation of the legal system. Throughout the semester, students will receive practical and timely legal information, which they may apply to real life situations. Course activities include mock trials, class discussions, guest speakers, case studies, and courtroom observations.
Classroom Expectations:

1. Students must be respectful towards the teacher, others, other’s property.

2. Be prepared to learn each day by bringing the necessary materials:

a. A writing utensil
b. The textbook

c. A folder and/or notebook. 
d. chromebook
3. No food or drinks in the classroom, except bottled water.

4. Students will not disrupt the learning of others by engaging in disruptive or inappropriate behavior.

5. Be honest and take responsibility for your own actions.

6. Backpacks and purses must be placed on the floor under student desks during class.
Students who choose not to abide by these rules will first receive a warning. If the student still continues to not cooperate, parents will be contacted and/or the student will be referred to an administrator.

Seating Chart:

Cell Phones

Unless otherwise specified students should refrain from cell phone use during class.
Tardies & Absences

If you are absent it is your responsibility to check with Mr. Preisse, preferably before or after class, to get those assignments. Generally, most if not all activities done in class can be found on our google classroom or Mr. Preisse’s website.  Also, I will be happy to explain the assignments and any other information that you missed at an appropriate time (Before or after school, during lunch, or when the class is working quietly on an assignment and I am free to speak with you.). Syllabus

Daily activities such as bell work, notes, and classroom activities, will be graded and accounted for as part of the final grade. Assignments can be graded for completion or accuracy.   A notebook will be required for notes and assignments.

Students will be expected to participate in class discussions and complete class work/homework when assigned. Students are expected to make good decisions, follow the rules, and meet the expectations of the class. Grades will be calculated based on the Green Local School District Grading Procedures. The semester grade is the mark used to determine credit and GPA.
